Permanent Receiver Card for Rainbird®
LX Controllers

1. Does the receiver card show a power on light when plugged in?

Yes - continue to step 2.

No - verify that the receiver card is plugged into the controller correctly. Remove the card and
re-insert it taking care to line up the pins - the card should go in with minimal force. If the card is
installed correctly and still shows no power then return the card for service.

2. Verify the position of the DIP switches on the card. In packaging, shipping and installation the
switches may have been moved. Remove the receiver card from the controller and reset all the
switches to the OFF position then reset them for the factory default of Group code 1, Receiver 1
per the diagram.
